IV. WRITING

Students will be asked to write a 5-paragraph argumentative essay in response to one of the questions listed below.
1. Technology is making communication easier in today's world. What dangers are there for a society which depends on computer screens rather than face-to-face contact for its main means of communication? 

2. What are factors which are related to academic success in college students? 

3. The idea of going overseas for university study is an exciting prospect for many people. But while it may offer some advantages, it is probably better to stay home because of the difficulties a student inevitably encounters living and studying in a different culture. To what extent do you agree or disagree to this statement? Give reasons for your answer. 

4. Children learn best by observing behavior of adults and copying it. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this statement? 

5. In your opinion should government intervene in the rights of the individual with regard to family planning? 

6. To what extent has the traditional male role changed in the last 20 years? 

7.  The rising levels of congestion and air pollution found in most of the world cities can be attributed directly to the rapidly increasing number of private cars in use. Discuss possible ways to encourage the use of public transport. 

8. The mass media, including TV, radio and newspapers, have great influence in shaping people's ideas. To what extent do you agree or disagree to this statement? 
9. Will modern technology, such as the Internet ever replace the book or the written word as the main source of information? 

10. Computers can translate all kinds of languages well. Do our children need to learn more languages in the future?

· Criteria for marking:

· Topic: Does the writer write on the topic that is given? Does the essay respond to it entirely or just to part of it?
· Organization: Is the essay clearly divided into an introduction, a body, and a conclusion? Does the writer seem to follow an overall plan or dies he or she move from point to point for no particular reason?

· Development: Does the writer use specific reasons, examples, and details to support his or her ideas?

· Clarity: Are the writer’s idea expressed clearly? Can a reader move from the beginning of the essay to the end without being confused?
· Unity: Are all the paragraphs directly related to the main idea of the essay? Are all the sentences in each paragraph clearly related?

· Coherence: Do the paragraphs and the sentences follow each other in an orderly way? Are transitions used to connect paragraphs and sentences?

· Sentence variety: Does the writer use sentences involving different structures and of different lengths?

· Vocabulary: Does the writer use sotisphicated language?

· Grammar: Are there frequent grammatical mistakes? Do the mistakes make it difficult to understand the writer’s thoughts?

· Spelling: Are there many misspelled words? Is it sometimes difficult to understand which word the writer intended?

· Mechanics: Are there frequent mistakes in capitalization and punctuation? Are the paragraphs indented?
V. SPEAKING
Students will be asked to speak on one of the topics below selected by examiners in 5-6 minutes, then answer questions that follow in 2-3 minutes. 

Topics for Students of Language Teaching Methodology
1. Some students prefer to study alone. Others prefer to study with a group of students. Which do you prefer?

2. It is more important for students to study history and literature than it is for them to study science and mathematics. Do you agree or disagree with this statement?

3. People learn in different ways. Some learn by doing things; other people learn by reading about things; others learn by listening to people talk about things. Which of these methods of learning is best for you?

4. Parents are the best teachers. Do you agree or disagree?
5. Some people believe that university students should be required to attend classes; others believe that going to classes should be optional for students. Which point of view do you agree with?

6. Grades (marks) encourage students to learn. Do you agree or disagree?
7. Children should begin learning a foreign language as soon as they start school? Do you agree or disagree?
8. People recognize a difference between children and adults. What events (experiences or ceremonies) make a person an adult?
9. Schools should ask students to evaluate their teachers. Do you agree or disagree?
